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​Viewing​​Tung-Lung​​Wu's​​work​​always​​evokes​​a​​sense​​of​​uncertainty;​​it​​is​​difficult​​for​​viewers​​to​
​interpret​ ​his​ ​pieces​ ​from​ ​a​ ​singular​ ​aesthetic​ ​perspective,​ ​leaving​ ​them​ ​to​ ​float​ ​within​ ​the​
​indeterminacy​ ​of​ ​his​ ​work.​ ​Upon​ ​first​ ​encountering​ ​Wu's​ ​pieces,​​with​​their​​minimalist,​​serene​
​forms​​and​​color​​schemes,​​viewers​​are​​easily​​inclined​​toward​​a​​purely​​formal,​​sensorial​​reading.​
​However,​ ​when​ ​attempting​ ​a​ ​deeper​ ​understanding,​ ​the​ ​work​ ​gradually​ ​reveals​ ​its​ ​inherent​
​interpretive​ ​ambiguity.​ ​Visually,​ ​Tung-Lung​ ​Wu's​ ​work​ ​does​ ​not​ ​present​ ​emotive​ ​lines​ ​or​
​expressive​ ​forms​ ​of​ ​bodily​ ​movement​ ​and​ ​splatter,​ ​but​ ​rather​ ​flat,​ ​near-hard-edged​ ​rational​
​color​ ​compositions​ ​that​ ​seem​ ​to​ ​embody​ ​a​ ​spiritual​ ​aesthetic​ ​of​ ​formal​ ​construction.​ ​Yet​ ​the​
​images,​ ​possessing​ ​certain​​symbolic​​tendencies,​​intermittently​​shift​​the​​viewer​​from​​sensation​
​toward​​contemplation​​of​​symbolic​​meaning—is​​it​​text?​​Ribbons?​​Or​​perhaps​​some​​kind​​of​​plant?​
​The sensorial experience of form becomes fragmented by symbolic significance.​

​Furthermore,​ ​the​ ​manifestation​ ​of​ ​materiality​ ​itself​ ​is​ ​one​ ​of​ ​the​ ​work's​ ​distinctive​
​characteristics.​ ​The​ ​polished​ ​surfaces​ ​of​ ​Tung-Lung​ ​Wu's​ ​works​ ​draw​ ​viewers​ ​back​ ​from​ ​the​
​internal​​expression​​of​​form​​to​​a​​perception​​of​​the​​material​​itself—a​​gentle,​​unhurried​​state.​​The​
​multidirectional​ ​implications​ ​of​ ​form,​ ​symbolic​ ​meaning,​ ​and​ ​medium​ ​disturb​ ​the​ ​viewer's​
​mind,​ ​yet​ ​ultimately,​ ​beneath​ ​the​ ​stable​ ​and​ ​gradual​ ​colors​ ​and​ ​forms,​ ​one​ ​senses​ ​a​ ​gentle​
​tranquility​ ​following​ ​subtle​ ​agitation,​ ​floating​ ​in​ ​the​ ​gaps​ ​between​ ​sensation​ ​and​ ​perception​
​within Tung-Lung Wu's work.​
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
